The activities of UMD are focused on the promotion
of our Macedonian historical, spiritual and cultural heritage.

The organization was founded on October 28, 2004, and is
based in Washington, D.C. UMD has numerous representatives in:
Australia, Austria, Canada, France, Germany, Greece, Russia, the
United Kingdom and the United States.

Thanks to the support of members and donors around the world,
UMD has made significant progress in advocating for Macedonians and
their rights, and as a result, the Macedonian voice in the world is louder
and more influential.

UMD is the first and currently the only Macedonian organization
at the center of world politics — Washington, D.C. They opened their
first office in 2008, in the heart of Washington, just steps from the White
House and Congress. At the same time, they established an internship
program that offers stipends for students and graduates to come there
and gain experience in international relations.

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The name and work of the famous Macedonian from the capital of
the United States of America, Washington, Meto Koloski, is closely
connected with the organization United Macedonian Diaspora (UMD),
where he is the Co-Founder and President. Koloski's main
preoccupation is the corpus of issues and in general topics related to
Macedonia and the diaspora, Macedonia’s rights to its name, minority
rights in Southeast Europe, as well as issues related to Macedonia
regarding the NATO and the European Union enlargement issues.

Regarding this thematic collage, he has published several articles
in the Washington Times, the Foreign Policy Association, the Hill's
Congress Blog, the National Post, the Journal Gazette, and the
International Relations Forum.

According to Meto Koloski, his family has roots in the Republic of
Macedonia, Aegean Macedonia and Korca, Albania, which immigrated
to the United States. Namely, his great-great-grandfather came to the
USA in 1896 through Ellis Island, but after a short period he returned to
Macedonia. The family, on the other hand, moved to the United States
in 1951, following his mother.

Later in 1963, his aunt came to the United States via Sweden and
France and helped his father move to the United States in 1979. He
was from the village of Belica, Kichevo region, and his roots were in
Korca, Albania. His mother Lila was born in the village of Buchin,
Krushevo region, and her father was from the Thessaloniki municipality.
She came to the United States in 1982 and a year later Meto was born.

They lived in a house there, and as a family, they instilled their
love for Macedonia in Meto and his sister Julie. Their first language was
Macedonian, or more simply called "Maklish", which was a combination
of Macedonian and English. When he turned twelve, he learned to write
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and read Macedonian. Almost every summer, his parents sent him and
his sister Julie to Macedonia.

However, Meto mostly remembers his visit to Macedonia in 1993,
when his parents also came. In doing so, they visited the birthplaces of
their parents, visited different monasteries, churches and museums, as
well as Lake Ohrid, one of the oldest lakes in the world, and Ohrid,
which is known as the "Jerusalem of the Balkans" with its 365 churches
and monasteries placed around the lake.

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FIRST VOCABULARY OF
SCIENTIFIC AND PROFESSIONAL

LIMNOLOGICAL TERMINOLOGY
BEFOR 47 YEARS

Slave Nikolovski-Katin: "English-Macedonian limnological
dictionary", Hydrobiological Institute. Ohrid, 1986

Recently, the first dictionary in the Macedonian bilingual
lexicography (and not only in it) was released by the Hydrobiological
Institute from Ohrid, with scientific and professional terms in the field of
freshwater hydrobiology - limnology, prepared by Slave Nikolovski-
Katin, journalist and translator from Skopje.

This bilingual dictionary was promoted by Dr. Boris Oceski,
director of the of the Hydrobiological Institute, Prof. Dr. Jonche
Shapkarev, professor at the Faculty of Biology, and Dr. Yordanka
Serafimova — Hadzishce, a researcher at the Institute. At the promotion
it was said that the Dictionary is based on the latest achievements of
interpretive terms in an international and professional lexicon based on
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Greek and Latin. The author here successfully adapts according to the
morphological peculiarities of the English language, which he uses as a
source and basis, and then brings the terms to corresponding
equivalents in the Macedonian literary language.

In this first edition of the Macedonian scientific and professional
lexicography, terms, expressions and concepts from the field of
biological and biotechnical sciences are represented, with a special
emphasis on limnology. It appears as a result of the author's many
years of research and translation work in the field of hydrobiology of
fresh waters carried out at the Hydrobiological Institute in Ohrid and
elsewhere. The very fact that the dictionary contains about 4,000 terms
and expressions with expert interpretations speaks of the seriousness
and significance of this work, the first of its kind in our Republic.

In addition to terms, the dictionary provides interpretations of
biological signs and symbols, geological periods and epochs, chemical
elements and their symbols, thermal scale, as well as English and
American measures of length, area, weight, as well as their relationship
to metric measures.

Bearing in mind that hydrobiology, with its branches
oceanography and limnology, is an interdisciplinary field, the number of
scientists who deal with the examination of aquatic ecosystems from
biological, physical, chemical, geological, geomorphological, fisheries
and many other aspects is growing. That is why the advent of the
English-Macedonian dictionary by Slavé Nikolovski-Katin is a very
useful manual for scientific and professional workers, students, pupils
and in general for all researchers and those interested in aquatic
ecosystems, the protection of the aquatic environment, natural
environment and more.

With an abundance of terms and publications used from
limnological and other types from several foreign languages, with clarity
of interpretation of expressions, this vocabulary filled a page that has
long been felt in our limnological terminology and represents a
significant achievement of the young Macedonian lexicography.

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WHO IS SLAVE KATIN?
(Biography)

L

SLAVE NIKOLOVSKI — KATIN, who is better known as SLAVE
Katin, loves his native Prespa, Ohrid, Macedonia, the Macedonians
people, the Macedonian Orthodox Church-Ohrid Archdiocese, as well as
all the Macedonian people living in the Diaspora. He is well known to the
Macedonian people as well as to the international community especially
for his numerous publications and journalistic and scientific papers which
he has devoted mostly to ethnic Macedonia and to the Macedonian
people around the world.

Slavé does not belong to any political party. He belongs to
Macedonia, to the Macedonian people, to the Macedonians in the
Diaspora and to the Macedonian Orthodox Church-Ohrid Archbi-
shopric, an institution which plays an important role in keeping the
Macedonian people outside Macedonia and in the world together.

Slavé’s diverse palette for realizing strategic objectives in this field
covers numerous endeavours, part of which he has already successfully
achieved. In addition to his relatively frequent visits to the three
continents and his meetings with migrants, through his monographic
publications about their successes, Slave has also tried to arouse
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interest in the leaders of those counties to collaborate with the
Macedonian people in the Diaspora. This was especially expected after
publishing his 55" book entitled “Israel and Macedonia” (in English,
Macedonian and Hebrew).

Slave Katin was born on August 19, 1941, in Dolna Prespa in a
house located near the shores of Lake Prespa. His house was so close
to the lake its walls were regularly splashed by the lake waters when the
waves were high. His home was located near the old Nakolets
settlement. Slavé was born at the beginning of World War [l when
Hitler's Germany, intoxicated by fascist ideology, rose against the entire
world believing it had the power to seize it.

According to Slavé’s biography, several months after he was born
his family moved to his mother Sandra’s house in the village Ljubojno.
Slavé completed his primary education in Ljubojno and his technical
studies in Skopje during which time he was known by his mother’s
maiden name — Grezhlovski. Then, when Slave began his university
studies in Belgrade he started using his biological father's name. His
father was named Risto (Bardzevski) — Nikolovski. Slave spent most of
his childhood and early years in Ljubojno, where today he has a library
containing about 4,000 books.

As he has done in his entire life, Slave, to this day regularly visits his
home in Ljubojno. From a very young age Slave was well versed with
the hard life of the immigrants from Prespa, particularly through his
grandfather, Alekso (Alek) Ristov- Grezhlov’'s migrant saga in Detroit,
USA, his mother Sandra’s and his stepfather Josif Nichevski's life in
Toronto.

Slavé completed his eight years of primary school in the “Dimitar
Vlahov” school in Ljubojno and earned his surveyor’s certificate at the
Secondary Technical School “Zdravko Tsvetkovski” in Skopje. He
studied at the Geodesy Department in the University of Belgrade. He
then continued his education in Toronto. He eventually graduated from
the Department of English Language and Literature Studies at the
Faculty of Philology “Blazhe Koneski” at the University of St. Cyril and
Methodius in Skopje.

Slavé married Nada Nikolovska, maiden name Ivanova, born in
Vinitsa in 1949. Today Nada is retired but before that she worked as a
Macedonian language advisor for the development of education
curriculums in the Republic of Macedonia’s Ministry of Education and
Sciences. Nada Nikolovska - Katin is also an author. She has written
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over twenty school books and other literature, as well as more than
twenty didactical Macedonian language school works, which have
greatly contributed to the educational process in the schools in
Macedonia and abroad.

Nada and Slavé have two children: Their son Aleksandar, (named
after his grandfather Alekso-Alek), was born in Skopje in 1974. He is a
doctor of veterinary medicine — DVM. And their daughter Dafinka,
(named after her great-grandmother Dafina), was born in Shtip in 1975.
She is a professor of English, Spanish and Macedonian. Aleksandar is
married to Radmila Nikolovska, maiden name Churcheva, born in
Gostivar in 1974. She is a Doctor of veterinary sciences. Aleksandar and
Radmila have three daughters, Sandra Nikolovska — Katin, born in
Skopje in 2003, named after Slavé Katin’s mother. On her 6" birthday,
Slavé published a mono- graph with Sandra’s drawings which she drew
in kindergarten, and with photographs of her preschool period.
Aleksandar and Radmila’s second daughter, named Kostadina (Dina)
Nikolovska — Katin, was born in Skopje in 2006. On her 6™ birthday,
Slave published a monograph with Dina’s drawings she drew in
kindergarten, and with pho- tographs of her preschool period. Alek and
Radmila’s third daughter, born in 2016, was named Nadja, after
Aleksandar’ mother Nada.

Nada and Slavé’s daughter Dafinka married Gianpaolo Scatozza,
also known as Jippi. He was born in Rome and completed a course in
the Music Academy at a university in Rome. He is now a jazz musician
and a music teacher. Dafinka and Jippi have two children, a daughter
named Isabel Katin — Scatozza, born in Toronto in 2006, and a son
named Massimo Katin - Scatozza, born in Toronto in 2007.

On their 6™ birthday, Slaveé also published monographs with Isabel
and Massimo’s drawings and photographs of their preschool period. At a
very young age Isabel has authored a poetry book entitled “The Rain”
written in the three languages she communicates in her everyday life:
English, Macedonian and Italian. Upon her request the first book was
launched in Ljubojno on August 2, 2017, during llinden, a Macedonian
national holiday.

After completing his Technical education, Slave, for several years,
worked as a surveyor for the Municipality of Resen in Macedonia. At the
beginning of 1966, during his studies in Belgrade, Slavé went to
Canada, where he remained for four years. He atten- ded the
specialized Institute for English Language and Literature studies in
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Toronto. He also worked as a surveyor for a while, and was active
among the Macedonian community in Toronto. In 1968 he served one
term as General Secretary in the Macedonian Orthodox Church of “St.
Clement of Ohrid” Committee in Toronto. At the same time he was active
in journalism, collaborating with the “Duhovna iskra” (Spiritual Spark)
magazine in Toronto, and with other Macedonian printed and electronic
mediums in Canada and in the United States of America.

Under the recommendation of Yugoslav ambassador his Excellency
Mitko Chalovski, in the summer of 1970, Slavé was instructed to return
to Macedonia and assume a role as a student in the “Matitsa” for
Immigrants of Macedonia in the Socialistic Republic of Macedonia’s
Government. Slavé, as well as a few students from Canada and
Australia, was accepted as a foreign student in Macedonia with aims of
being returned to Canada.

In 1972, however, Slavé married Nada lvanova, a professor of
Macedonian language and literature, and decided to stay in Macedonia,
in ancient Ohrid. After graduating from the Faculty of Philology, Slave
took on a job as coordinator and translator for the Hydro Biological
Institute in Ohrid where he worked for five years. This was during the
period when research was done on Lake Ohrid under an Agreement
between the Institute and the Smithsonian Foundation in Washington.
During this period Slave worked on a number of scientific and technical
translations, translating from Macedonian to English and vice versa for
the needs of the Institute. He also worked on translating a series of
scientific papers published in the country and abroad.

From 1979 to 1984 Slavé worked for the “Matitsa” for Macedonian
emigrants where he headed the Information Service and worked as a
translator and journalist for the “Makedonija” (Macedonia) magazine.
Between 1984 and 1990 he worked at the National Conference of the
Socialist Soyuz (Alliance) of the Working People of Macedonia (RK of
SSRNM), where he edited the “Informativniot pregled” (Informative
Summary) and other informative publications of this public organization.
At the same time the executive council of SSRNM RK appointed him
head of the Information Service and secretary of the SSRNM RK
commission for interethnic relations and on the board for realizing
SSRNM's role in the sphere of religion and religious communities.

From 1991 to 1998, Slavée was appointed Vice President of the
National Commission for relations with the religious communities by the
Assembly of the Republic of Macedonia. In 1999, once again, he
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returned to the “Matitsa” which by now had been transformed into the
Ministry of Emigration, and following a reconstruction of the government,
was again named Agency of Emigration. In 2001, Slave left the Agency
aiming to devote himself more intensively with the Macedonian
emigrants but retired early.

During his last twenty years after his retirement, Slave has been
active in the publishing business. As an editor-in-chief of one of the more
prestigious publishing houses — “Makedonska iskra” (Macedonian
Spark) in Skopje, he has achieved great results in publishing,
especially in publishing school books.

Slaveé has edited and published several hundred titles, out of which
the greatest number are school books and didactical literature, which are
a great contribution and achievement in the educational processes in the
Republic of Macedonia and for the Macedonian pupils in the Diaspora,
approved by the Ministry of Education and Sciences of the Republic of
Macedonia. A number of books about the Macedonian people,
Macedonian associations, and Macedonian organizations in Canada,
Australia and the United States were also published. These were written
by well-known and unknown authors from Macedonia, as well as books
written by Slavé himself.

As an official Government representative of the Republic of
Macedonia, Slavé has visited and has had discussions with leaders of
the Romanian, Ukrainian, Russian and Serbian Orthodox Churches.
Slave has also visited the Patriarchy in Tsarigrad (Istanbul) and the
Vatican in Rome. Slavé was member of the Republic of Macedonia’s
Delegation during Mother Teresa’s funeral in Calcutta, India, and many
times has traveled with Macedonian Orthodox Church-Ohrid
Archbishopric delegations to Canada, the United States of America,
Australia, and a number of European countries, as well as Turkey and
Israel.

Within his creative opus of works, starting from Slave’s first book, “An
English-Macedonian Limnological Dictionary” (1986) up to the
present day, the following publications deserve mentioning:
“Macedonians in the United States and Canada” (2002) (printed in
Macedonian and English), “Macedonian Holocaust” (1990),“The
Macedonian Orthodox Churches in Australia, Canada and the
United States” (1991),“In Australia as at Home” (1992),
“Macedonian Immigrant Press” (1993), “An Emigrant Desire” (1993),
*Macedonian Immigrants Panopticon” (1996), “Emigrant Horizons”
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(1999), “Atanas Bliznakoff” (2000), “My Travels Around the World”
(2001), “llinden 1903-2003 and the Macedonian Immigrants” (2003),
“Immigrants’ Carousel” (2008), and “The World on a Palm” (2014),
(in Macedonian). Slave is also author of the publications “On the Trail
of Evliya GCelebi” (2007), (in Turkish), “Love Stories” (2011) (in
English) “Macedonians in the World” (2017) (in English), and “A
Postcard of Prespa” (2020) (in Macedonian).

In addition, Slavé has published the following monographs: “Andrea
Branov” from Melbourne, Australia (in Macedonian and English) (2001),
“The Janovski Family” from Toronto, Canada (Macedonian and
English) (2002), “Svetle (Steve) Stamevski” from Detroit, US
(Macedonian and English) (2005), “Metropolitan Kirill” from
Macedonia (Macedonian and English) (2007), “George Tomov” from
New York, US (Macedonian and English) (2007), “Bosko Rajchovski -
Pelisterski” from Florida (Macedonian and English) (2008), “Gorgija -
George Atanasoski” from Florida (Macedonian and English) (2012 /
2015), “Atanas Bliznakoff” from Gary, US (Macedonian and English)
(2000 / 2017), “Esma Redzepova-Teodosievska” from Skopje (2016)

of St. Cyril and St. Methodius” (1994), “The Aureole of the Virgin
Mary and St. Mary Monastry of Slivnitsa in Prespa” (2007), with
Professor Vera Stojchevska- Antich, PhD “40 Pilgrimages in Front of
the Grave of St. Cyril in Rome” (2008), (in Macedonian),with Professor
Vera Stojchevska- Antich, PhD and Archbishop Kliment, as well as of the
books “Macedonian Exaltation” (1994), “Poetic Immigrant
Meridians” (1995), and “llinden 1903 in Hanburg (1997), (in
Macedonian) with FidankaTanaskova, “Petar Stamatoff” from Chicago
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(2010) with Professor MetodijaTrajkovski, and “llinden in Ljubojno and
Prespa” (2013) (in Macedonian and English) with Boshko Rajchovski -
Pelisterski, as well as “Siljan Mitsevski” (2015) (in Macedonian) with
Georgi Lumburovski.

Slavé is also known for his numerous translations such as:“The
Village of Nevoljani, District of Lerin” (1986) by Risto Kiradz (in
Macedonian9

and English), the translation of the book “Jubilee Edition of the
50th Anniversary of the Hydro-biological Institute of Ohrid” (1985),
“Development and Nutrition of the Young Cyprinids of Lake Ohrid”
(1988), the doctoral dissertation of Milcho Tochko, (from Macedonian to
English), “Pages About Macedonia and the Macedonians” (1990) by
Hristo Andonovski, “Macedonian Economic Directory” (1990) by the
Economic Chamber of Macedonia (from Macedonian to English), and vice-
versa of other various scientific works. Slave is especially known for his
translating of the novel “Alexander the Great” (1988) by Urlich Wilken,
(from English to Macedonian).

In addition to the 50 above mentioned publications, Katin has also
authored more than a hundred scientific papers in various fields, and
over 3,000 journalistic and other texts published in the Republic of
Macedonia and in the world. Two books about Slavé Katin have also
been published, they are: A monograph about his life and work entitled
“Katin” (2004), (in Macedonian and English), and a book about his
publicist activity entitled “Macedonian Emigrants Portrait” (2004), (in
Macedonian) by Borche Naumovski, former Republic of Macedonia
Minister of Culture.

During his vocation Slave has produced sixty publications,
lexicographical editions, translations from Macedonian to English and
vice versa. He has also authored over four thousand journalistic texts
and other works of science, feuilletons, reports, reviews, portraits,
translations of literature, language, religion and culture in English and
Macedonian, as well as other types of texts and materials published in
Macedonian and the world over.

Throughout his vocation Slavé has participated in about 60
symposia, tribunes, conferences and other sessions in Macedonia and
throughout the world where he has presented papers relating to culture,
literature, language and religion, as well as information and activities on
Macedonian overseas and western European expatriates.
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Slaveé is an accredited Macedonian journalist and worked for the

newspapers “Australian-Macedonian Weekly” in Melbourne for three
years, and for the newspaper “International Politics” in Belgrade. Most
of his works referred to here are connected with the life and activities of
the Macedonian Orthodox parishes in Australia,
Canada, U.S. and the European Union, as well as with the Macedonian
expatriates overseas and in European countries. Around 50 translations
from Macedonian to English have been published in the magazine
“Macedonia” under the column “From month to month” which reflected
the cultural and social life in the Republic of Macedonia.

As an active journalist, Slavé was elected secretary of the
Association of Macedonian Journalists, a position he held for five years.
He was then an Association member of the Presidency and the
Commission for International Cooperation.

He was also a member of the Center for Foreign Languages Council
in Skopje, a member of the Publishing Council of “International Politics”
in Bel- grade and a member of the “Association of Macedonian Literary
Translators”. He was vice president for two terms, as well as member of
the Society for Macedonia-Canada Literature and Culture. He was
appointed honorary member of the Association for the use of the
Macedonian language in official and public communication; Vice
President and lifelong member of the “Atanas Bliznakov” Foundation
Board at the Ss. “Cyril and Methodius” university. He was a member of
the International Academy for Religious Freedom in Washington DC in
the USA, and an honorary member of the Literary Society “Miladinov
Brothers” in Toronto, Canada and of the Literary Society “Grigor
Prlichev” in Sydney, Australia. Slavé is also member of the Society of
Sciences and Arts in Bitola, Macedonia.

Slavé has participated in numerous symposiums, panels, and
seminars within the country and abroad at the request of hosts who
appreciated and respected his views on a series of issues in their fields.
In this respect Slavé has established an exceptionally rich and dynamic
communication link with numerous people in the country and throughout
the world.

Thus, he began to build a great golden bridge to link the emigrants
with their fatherland, especially after Macedonia became an independent
state, as well as make their mutual acquaintance and togetherness
regardless of the distance between them. However, his contributions do
not end there. Slavé is well aware that Macedonia can be helped even
more if individuals and businesses invest in a series of significant
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projects to bring speedier development, if successful businessmen in the
Diaspora show more interest.

The effects of respectful Macedonians from the Diaspora visiting
their fatherland have not yet been felt, but they will and so will Slave’s
contribution in this field. The historical dimension of his national project
regarding the emigrants, objectively affirms Slavé as a unique leader of
a global all-Macedonian movement for promoting Macedonia, not only as
the cradle of an ancient civilization, but also as a country which can
contribute to the development of the world.

Over a period of fifty years, Slavé has published over 5,000 texts,
mainly about Macedonia, the Macedonian Diaspora, religion, culture,
language, literature, etc., in the following newspapers and magazines in
the Republic of Macedonia and abroad: “Nova Make- donija”, “Vecher”, “
Makedonija”, Makedonska revija”, “Literaturen zbor”, “Kulturen zhivot”,
“Studentski zbor”, “Vesnik na MPC”, “Trud- benik”, “Birlik”, “Lik”,

“Povod”, “Avstralisko-makedonski nedelnik”, “Makedonska iskra”,
“Makedonski vesnik”, “Duhovna iskra”, “Makedonski iselenitski
almanah”, especially in the Web-portal “Makedonska natsija”, as well as
in other press and portals in Macedonia and abroad, such as:
“Makedonsko Sontse” , “Pollitecon Publications”, “Macedonian World”,
“Publitsitet’, “Matitsa na iselenitsite od Makedonija”, “Macedonia info
Diaspora”, “llinden”, “Rainbow”, “Media 24", “Ogledalo”,“Prespa info” and
others.

Slave has received many awards and recognition from a number of
organizations, associations, institutions, churches and church
communities in the Republic of Macedonian and in the Diaspora. He has
also been awarded the prestigious “Krste Petkov Misirkov 1991”

SLAVE KATIN - WINNER OF THE
"CHARTER FOR LIFETIME ACHIEVEMENT"
AWARD AT THE PELAGONIAN CULTURAL-

SCIENTIFIC MEETINGS

The Council of the Pelagonian Meetings headed by the President
Dr. Vesna Kalpakovska at its session on May 17, 2022 decided to
award the "Charter for Lifetime Achievement" award to the publicist
Slave Katin for his comprehensive work, writings, achievements and
contribution to science, culture, journalism, religion and social life. The
award was officially presented to him at the traditional Pelagonian
meetings in October 2022.

The event "Pelagonian cultural-scientific meetings" is of great
importance for the Municipality of Novaci, for the Bitola region and in
general for the preservation of the cultural-scientific heritage in
Macedonia. The bearers of the activity are famous writers, scientific
creators and other culturologists who, with their personal work, have
given exceptional contribution to the survival of the Meetings.
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Pelagonian meetings are held every year, usually in the first half of
October, where fifty participants from different fields perform at each
meeting, whose papers are printed in anthologies.

The "Pelagonian Cultural-Scientific Meetings" initiative was made
official on September 20, 2000 in the Matric and University Library
"Sveti Kliment Ohridski" in Bitola, when its initiative board was officially
constituted and when the governing body of the Meetings, the
Executive Board, was elected. Board Members are famous writers,
poets, artists, university professors and scientific creators.

In 2018, the Council made a decision to introduce a special award
"Golden Class for Macedonian Ascension”, which is usually awarded to
famous authors who, with their work, affirm the Macedonian language
and culture abroad. This year's winner of the "Golden Class for
Macedonian Ascension” award is Victor Bivell from Sydney. He is an
Australian of Macedonian origin who dedicates his life to the
Macedonian diaspora in Macedonia and the Macedonian people with
special emphasis on the events in Aegean Macedonia. His hame and
work are well known among Macedonians in Australia and among
Macedonian expatriates around the world. He is a well-known
journalist, notable publisher, editor and publicist. His portal "Pollitecon”
is a mirror of truth about culture, history and the fight for basic human
rights of Macedonian people in Greece.

According to the biographical data of the winner of the "Charter
for Lifetime Achievement" award of the publicist Slave Nikolovski -
Katin, who is known simply as Slavé Katin and is a great enthusiast
about his native Prespa and Ohrid, ethnic Macedonia and the
Macedonian people, as well as the Macedonian Orthodox Church -
Ohrid Archdiocese and in the Macedonian diaspora all over the world.
He is known to the Macedonian and international public for his
numerous publications, journalistic and scientific works which are
dedicated, principally, to ethnic Macedonia and the life of Macedonians
in the diaspora.

Slave Katin does not belong to a political party, as he is a
member of ethnic Macedonia, Macedonian people in the diaspora and
the Macedonian Orthodox Church-Ohrid Archdiocese (MOC-OA), which
as an institution plays a significant role in the inclusion and cohesion of
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Macedonians outside of Macedonia, especially in overseas countries
worldwide.

In the course of his work and creative activity, he published sixty
publications, lexicographic editions, translations from Macedonian to
English and vice versa. He is also the author of over five thousand
journalistic texts and other units from science, feuilletons, reports,
reviews, portraits, translations from literature, language, religion and
culture in English and Macedonian, as well as other types of texts and
materials that are published in the country and in the world.

He has participated in about sixty symposia, tribunes,
conferences and other types of sessions in the country and in the
world, where he has presented, mainly, essays related to culture,
literature, language and religion, as well as informational and other
activities of Macedonian emigrants in overseas countries as well as in
Western European countries.

On August 1 and 2, 2022, "Ljubojno llinden expatriates’
gatherings" celebrated 49 years of its existence. This confirms the fact
that they represent a significant emigrant manifestation not only for
Ljubojno and Prespa, but also for the Republic of Macedonia.

llinden is that glorious day of all the days and holidays of
Macedonia that celebrates its libertarian spirit. It is a magnificent day of
the national Macedonian desire for fighting and freedom of Macedonia.
That's why that big day for all Macedonians from ethnic Macedonia
makes Ljubojno the most beautiful, the happiest and the most attractive
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place. On llinden in Ljubojno, people play and sing, eat and drink, feel
the warm hospitality and cordiality from all those who come to meet and
mingle for llinden in the beautiful Dolna Prespa.

This year, several thousand emigrants from overseas and from
the European Union, Prespa natives living throughout Macedonia, a
large number of Macedonians from the Aegean part of Macedonia who
live all over the world, together with visitors and expatriates from other
villages, tourists from Pretor, Slivnica, Dolno Dupeni and Krani, as well
as a large number of returnees from Prespa, Bitola, Ohrid, Lerin and
from Mala Prespa gathered in Ljubojno on llinden.

It was on llinden in Ljubojno that the turbulent past filled with
defiance and struggle for survival stood out with pride. It is the result of
the fact that on the first llinden, stormy and dramatic events took place,
and during the occupation, Ljubojno was one of the hotspots of the
revolutionary movement and the first territory in Prespa that was
liberated.

Furthermore, as a result of the freedom of Macedonia and the
Macedonian people, on November 15, 1945, the school in Ljubojno
became the second school in Macedonia, after the one in the Kichevo
village of Podvis, where classes were held in the mother tongue. It
should be noted that from the liberation to today, over 6,000 students
passed through "Dimitar Vlahov" school. With that, the school became
a witness to a significant part of the Macedonian history of education.
For all of us who received our eight-year education in that school, the
foundation of our education was laid there, from which the paths of the
future opened up.

Unfortunately, time has taken its toll. Today there is great
excitement for every visitor to Ljubojno when they see the ruined
building of the "Dimitar Vlahov" school. Especially for us from Ljubojno,
the sight of the school is thrilling, because it was the originator of
schooling and the educational processes of generations of students,
teachers and educators that we all remember.

Now, from the "Dimitar Vlahov" school building only parts of the
entrance and the outer walls of the former massive building with a
distinctive architecture remain. The school has no ceiling, doors and
windows, and instead of classrooms, the interior is overgrown with
plants resembling wild animals’ shelter.
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The wooden stairs that led from the ground floor to the
classrooms on the first floor, which all of us students and teaching staff
fondly remember, are gone. There, in the premises of the "Dimitar
Vlahov" school building, 77 years ago, the first lesson in native
language was held, as evidenced by a memorial - plaque placed at the
former entrance of the school. Thanks to the memorial plague, which
was placed in 2004 by educators and former students in honor of the
60th anniversary of Macedonian language teaching.

"Ljubojno llinden Expatriates’ Gatherings" are held in the center,
known as Polena in Ljubojno on the first and second of August.
However, this year, a literary meeting was held in the yard of the old
school "Dimitar Vlahov", where Prof. Violeta Achkoska, and the
journalist and publicist Vele Mitanovski as well as the director of the
"Grigor Prlichev" Library in Ohrid, Milcho Jovanoski, spoke about some
of Slave Katin's works.

On that occasion, the long-time organizer of the "Ljubojno
expatriate gatherings” Bosko Rajchovski-Pelisterski presented the
"Lifetime Achievement in Creativity Award" to Slavé Katin.

The Association of Journalists of Macedonia (AJM) is an
association of professional journalists from the Republic of Macedonia.
It was founded on February 17, 1946 in Skopje as an Association of
Professional Journalists of the People's Republic of Macedonia.

“On February 17, 1946 in the hall of the Peoples’ City Board of
Skopje and upon call of the Action Board for formation of an
Association of Professional Journalists of Socialist Republic of
Macedonia, the journalists of the following Skopje redactions gathered:
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Nova Makedonija, Trudbenik, Edinstvo, Radio Skopje and the branch
office of Tanjug Agency founded the first assembly of journalists in the
history of Macedonia. Following the discussion for president of the
Assembly of Journalists of RM, Mito Hadjivasilev Jasmin, editor-in-chief
of Nova Makedonija daily, was unanimously elected for its first
president. Asen Todorov, editor-in-chief of Tanjug branch office and
Pietro Janura, editor-in-chief of Fljaka e Vlazrimit were elected Vice-
Presidents, Dejan Aleksikj-head of Tanjug branch office was elected
Secretary, Toso Skartov, member of Nova Makedonija board was
elected cashier. The assembly elected Plenum, Supervisory Board and
Council of Honour. Dimitar Vlahov, Pavel Satev, Bane Andreev, Alekso
Murtalkov, Dimitar PopEftimov, Kiro Miljovski, Veselinka Malinska and
Liljana Calovska were elected as honorary members”. (Excerpt from
the monograph “Silver jubilee if the AJY-Assembly of Journalists of
Yugoslavia)

AJM was founded in 1946 and is an independent, autonomous,
non-governmental and non-partisan association, whose goal is to be a
promoter and protector of professional standards and freedom of
expression.

It fights to defend the freedom of press, radio, television and other
media;

It fights against their abuse, the creation of monopolies and any
forms of censorship that affects the determination of truth, complete,
unbiased, updated public information;

AJM aims to protect and promote the freedom of rights and
responsibilities of journalists, based on the Constitution and laws of the
Republic of Macedonia, Statute and acts of AJM, as well as
international documents concerning the freedom of public media, and
the exercise of expression and information as basic human rights;

Representation of its members, representation before the
community, active participation in the preparation of legislation and
international conventions of interest to the profession and defense of
the professional interest in regards to the Code of Journalists of
Macedonia.

From 1988 to 1992, Slave Nikolovski - Katin was the secretary of
AJM, and the president was the journalist Fidanka Tanaskova. He was
also an accredited journalist from Macedonia for Melbourne for a period
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of three years and for "Megjunarodna politika" from Belgrade. The
majority of his oeuvre of materials relates to and is connected with the
activities and life of the Macedonian Orthodox Church communities in
Australia, Canada, the USA and the European Union, as well as
Macedonian expatriates overseas and in European countries, and
about 50 translations from Macedonian to English in the column "From
month to month" in the magazine "Makedonija" refer to the cultural,
political and social life in the Republic of Macedonia.

As a result of his involvement in innovation, culture, religion and
spiritual living. Slavé Katin is the recipient of a large number of awards
and recognitions from numerous organizations, societies, institutions,
churches and church municipalities in the Republic of Macedonia and
abroad.

The literary society "Miladinov Brothers" works as part of the
ecclesiastical municipality "St. Kliment Ohridski" in Toronto. It was
established on March 6, 1987. The first literary evening was held in
May 1987 on the occasion of the 126th anniversary of the publication of
the famous "Collection of the Miladinov Brothers" and in honor of the
establishment of the society.

Then on July 1, 1989, the Society printed the first publication
“Literary Thought". In the first issue of this magazine, all members of
the company are represented with one poem each. The second issue
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of "Literary Thought" was published the following year, and in it the
members of the society are represented with several poems each.

The third issue appeared in 1990, and in September 1991, the
fourth issue was released. In the same year, the book of poetry by the
members of this literary society was published under the title "Tragi vo
vremeto” (Traces in Time), and in 1993 the work under the title "Glas od
dalecinata” (Voice from afar) was published.

In 2001, the poetry collection "Mostovi” (Bridges) was published,
in which all the members are represented with several poems. It is
published by "Makedonska Iskra" from Skopje, and editor in charge of
the poetry collection is Slavé Katin.

It should be particularly noted that since May 1990 the Society
has been the organizer and host of the "Days of Macedonian Culture"
event, which has become a traditional form and content in its work and
action. Not infrequently, their guests and collaborators were writers,
cultural and scientific workers from the republic, and they also became
honorary members: Ante Popovski, Orde Ivanovski, Bozin Pavlovski,
Blaze Ristovski, Meto Jovanovski, Jordan Plevnesh, Vera Stojchevska-
Antic, Kole Mangov, Slavé Nikolovski-Katin, Ljubisa Georgievski, Petar
Temelkovski, Petre M. Andreevski, Vangel Bozinovski, Kata Misirkova-
Rumenova, llinden Spase, Rade Siljan and others.

There is no affair, commemoration or celebration of important
events or individuals from Macedonian history and culture in which
these creators and aficionados of the written word do not participate,
and which are held in Canada or in the United States of America.
Lasting, and the most important thing for them, is their bond with the
homeland.

Cooperation with the Writers' Society of Macedonia, the
traditional participation in the Struga Poetry Evenings, Racin Meetings,
articles have been published on the pages of Macedonian newspapers,
magazines and literary periodicals, and other activities have been
included.

The forty members of the Literary Society "Miladinov Brothers"
are workers, intellectuals, pupils, students, pensioners... They are a
group of chosen ones who fight and survive with the strength and
power of the Macedonian word; by the way, let's note that several of
them write in English and spread the truth about Macedonia in the
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world. Their creativity, both in the past and today, represents a
necessary and essential activity of their own persistence in the history
of the world. And their main weapon is the Macedonian literary
language.

The Macedonian Literary Association “Grigor Prlichev”’ from
Sydney, on the other hand, was formed on March 31, 1978, in order to
bring closer and unite the Macedonian emigrants in Australia who
actively participate in the field of literature; to preserve and cultivate the
Macedonian literary language and Macedonian literature. In order to
achieve these goals, the Association undertook various activities such
as organizing cultural and literary meetings, seminars, prize
competitions for the “Prlichev Award”, publishing the magazine “Povod”,
establishing a Library with a reading room and archive department and
publishing books in the Macedonian and English languages written by
its members.

From the very beginning, the Association was actively involved in
organizing Days of Macedonian Culture, film festivals, exhibitions,
seminars and conferences, poetry meetings, theater evenings, public
protests, debates and publishing written notes in the struggle to
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preserve the Macedonian identity, seeking human rights for
Macedonians in the enSlavéd part of Macedonia and appeals to
support the right to self-determination of the Macedonians in Australia
and to stop the discriminatory policy of the European Community.

For the past over forty years, the Association has successfully
held annual poetry and short story award-winning competitions for
adults and children, through which poets and story-tellers are
encouraged to participate; each year the Association organizes several
poetry-literary meetings to mark its anniversary as well as the
Macedonian national days “llinden”, the poet Prlichev, the political
revolutionary Goce Delchev and the promotion of books.

Atanas Bliznakov’s role and work will remain eternal. He is the
first and only humanist and donor of such a large foundation. Therefore,
the saying that the "Atanas Bliznakoff" Foundation is permanent, of
great importance and with great perspectives, is no coincidence. It is
widely known and recognized, not only in Macedonia, but also beyond.

The "Atanas Bliznakov" Foundation at the University "St. Cyril and
Methodius" in Skopje to provide scholarships to talented students who
show distinguished results in the course of their studies was
established by the Decision of the University Council, adopted at the
148th session of 18.4.1977, based on the personal wish of our
compatriot Atanas Bliznakov, as well as his last will and testament,
from where other similar foundations are expected in the future.
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Atanas Bliznakov lived in Gary, Indiana, USA for more than half a
century. He returned to Macedonia in 1976 together with his faithful
companion, his wife Slavka, and immediately set about realizing his old
wish: to put his hard work earned in distant America into the function of
creating material conditions for the study of our students. Thus, this
wish of his came true in 1977 with the establishment of the "Atanas
Bliznakoff" Foundation at the University "St. Cyril and Methodius" in
Skopje.

Since the establishment of the "Atanas Bliznakoff* foundation,
more than 450 students from all higher education institutions have
received scholarships, of which 350 have already graduated, some of
them have also obtained high scientific degrees: masters and doctors
of science.

The great noble work of our compatriot - donor Atanas Bliznakov
is a kind of example for the young generations to contribute to the
development of science and to the affirmation of the University "St. Cyril
and Methodius" in Skopje, and thus to participate in the development
and strengthening of the reputation of our country, the Republic of
Macedonia, for which they, throughout their life path, advocated and
contributed.

University "St. Cyril and Methodius" in Skopje is eternally grateful
to Atanas Bliznakov and his name occupies the first place on the
Memorial plague of donors, made as a sign of appreciation and
gratitude to all who made a significant contribution to the establishment
and development of the creative growth of the University.

Secondarily, with the Decision of the University Council, adopted
at the 148th session held on April 18, 1977, and based on the personal
wish of Atanas Bliznakov, the Atanas Bliznakoff Foundation was
founded at the University of St. Cyril and Methodius" in Skopje for
awarding scholarships to students who show particular results in their
studies

Expressing his bond with Macedonia and with the University "St.
Cyril and Methodius" in Skopje, the late Atanas Bliznakov, with
exceptional delight and willingness, put his hard earned funds, obtained
in distant America to the function of creating material conditions for the
study of students at the University of Skopje.
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The establishment of the "Atanas Bliznakoff® Foundation for
scholarships for students who show distinguished results in their
studies is the first in the history of the University, and thus, it has a dual
meaning: the first and basic meaning is contained in the very purpose
of the Foundation, in the motive and desire of Atanas Bliznakov to
stimulate what is most precious and necessary for every nation -
knowledge.

Scholarships are given to students for the academic months
during the year, from September 1 to July 30. The fund has its own seal
and stamp, the seal is circular, in the middle of which is the emblem of
the University, and the following text is written around it: Fund "Atanas
Bliznakoff" at the University "St. Cyril and Methodius" - Skopje.

From the funds of the "Atanas Bliznakoff" Fund, scholarships are
awarded to hardworking and talented students who show results in their
studies as recognition and stimulation in their further work. The
selection of the scholarship holders is made through a competition,
based on unique criteria.

All the assets of the Fund are kept in a bank with headquarters in
Skopje and in Chicago and are named: Fund "Atanas Bliznakoff" at the
University "St. Cyril and Methodius" - Skopje.

Furtheremore, the "Atanas Bliznakov" foundation at the "St. Cyril
and Methodius" University in Skopje is the first of its kind in Macedonia,
which has existed for 44 years and which creates great interest among
students, the public in the Republic of Macedonia and among
Macedonian expatriates abroad. That, above all, is the pride and joy of
its donors Atanas Bliznakov and his wife Slavka; a gift for the youth and
for Macedonia, but also an incentive for other benefactors, regardless
of where they live, to help them speed up the economic and cultural
development in their country.

The foundation has its own Statute according to which it operates.
The Board of Directors, whose president is the rector of the University
"St. Cyril and Methodius" in Skopje, and the vice president and lifelong
member is the author of these lines, Slave Katin.

Two monographic works have been written about the life and
work of Atanas and Slavka Bliznakov. The monograph "Atanas
Bliznakov" (2000), in the Macedonian language, published by the
Rectorate of the University "St. Cyril and Methodius" and the then
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Ministry of Emigration of the Republic of Macedonia by Slave
Nikolovski-Katin and the monograph "Atanas Bliznakov" (2017), in
Macedonian and in English, published by the Rectorate of the
University "St. Cyril and Methodius" also by Slave Katin

The "Atanas Bliznakoff* Foundation is managed by the
Foundation Council. The Foundation Council consists of
representatives of the University "St. Cyril and Methodius" and lifelong
member Slavée Nikolovski-Katin, who has been a volunteer for forty
years. In his absence, his daughter-in-law, Prof. Dr. Radmila Chrceva-
Nikolovska, professor at the Veterinary Faculty, is the deputy.

The United Macedonian Diaspora (UMD) proudly marked the

120th anniversary of the llinden Uprising and the 79th anniversary of
the Anti-Fascist Assembly for the National Liberation of Macedonia

(ASNOM) on August 2nd.
This historic date represents the birth of the modern Macedonian

state. For centuries, Macedonia endured occupation until finally
achieving freedom in 1903 after the llinden uprising and the days of
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theB Krushevo Republic. The republic our ancestors founded, although
short-lived, was the first of its kind in the Balkans - a democracy! The
formal pillars of the contemporary republic were then made official in
1944, paving the way for the nation's future.

Throughout a challenging 40-year period from the Ilinden Uprising
in 1903, through the Balkan wars in 1912, the first and then second
world wars, the Macedonian people persevered through adversity,
facing unimaginable torment. Our ancestors endured death, the
devastation of their lands, and the separation of families as neighboring
armies repeatedly attempted to assimilate and repress our Macedonian
culture. However, their unwavering spirit and determination led to our
beloved land's eventual freedom and nationhood.

Today, as proud Macedonians, we stand united, grateful for the
courage and sacrifice of our forebears. We take this opportunity to
honor their legacy and celebrate the significance of August 2nd - a
symbol of resilience, strength, and the indomitable Macedonian
spirit. By commemorating the llinden Uprising and ASNOM, we pay
tribute to the heroes of the past who paved the way for the present and
the future. This celebration is a testament to our commitment for
preserving our heritage and fostering unity among Macedonians
worldwide.

UMD invites all Macedonians and friends of Macedonia to join us
in celebrating this historic day. Together, let us cherish our shared
history, remember the struggles, and embrace the triumphs that have
shaped the nation we proudly call home. Macedonia above all, is all we
have.

UMD ASK THE MACEDONIAN
GOVERNMET TO DECLARE AUGUST 10 AS
A DAY TO REMEMBER THE MACEDONIA
GENOCIDEN

On this day, 110 years ago Macedonia’s neighbors with the help of
the Great Powers such as Great Britain (Scotland, England, Wales,
Northern Ireland, and other colonies), Russia, Italy, Austria, France, etc.,
without the presence of a Macedonian delegate(s) in Bucharest, divided
historic and geographic Macedonia among themselves, subjecting native
Macedonians to genocidal, ethnic cleansing, and systematic discrimination
policies that last to this day in countries like Bulgaria and Greece.
Hundreds of thousands of Macedonians, among other ethnic groups, were
killed in the two Balkan Wars of 1912-1913.

Bulgaria and Greece, using 19th-century bullying tactics, have
blocked, and prevented the progress of Macedonians, and the country,
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Macedonia, and to this day, deny the basic human rights of Macedonian
minorities in their countries.

The United Macedonian Diaspora (UMD),the leading organization for
Macedonians abroad, calls on Macedonian authorities to declare August
10th as Macedonian Genocide Remembrance Day.

For several years now, UMD has led a campaign to eternalize the
memories of Macedonians lost during the Balkan Wars, and World Wars.
10 years ago, on the 100th anniversary, UMD organized its “Macedonia
2013: 100 Years After the Treaty of Bucharest” UMD Global Conference in
Skopje, Macedonia.

The Conference sought to explore the implications the Balkan Wars
and the Treaty had on Macedonians and Macedonian identity in the
context of domestic and regional politics, particularly after the
establishment of an independent and sovereign Republic of Macedonia.

UMD published a 474-page academic journal featuring 44 scholarly
works by academics from 12 countries and distributed the journal to
universities and libraries around the world to further the education of the
Macedonian people’s history and identity. The full journal can be

This year, with the help of UMD Macedonian Companion members
Stojan and Dusanka Trajkov, translated the latest book by Dr. Branislav
Svetozarevikj Pokorny “Macedonians, The Genesis of the Ethnic Name
Through the Millennia” from Macedonian into English.

The book, which UMD promoted at its most recent July 20th UMD
Macedonia Symposium in Skopje, features archival documents collected
spanning over the past 1,000 years describing the unigueness of
Macedonian people and their right to our rightful name Macedonia.
